MENT TO GOD, MYSELF, MY FAMILY, MY FRIENDS, MY 
FUTURE MATE, AND MY FUTURE CHILDREN TO A LIFE-
TIME OF PURITY INCLUDING SEXUAL ABSTINENCE FROM 
THIS DAY UNTIL THE DAY I ENTER A BIBLICAL MARRIAGE 
RELATIONSHIP. 

 This year, youth will again examine the Bible to discover or reaffirm God’s 
perfect plan for them. On Wednesdays on February 1st & 8th during Cross-
training (6:30-7:30 p.m.), youth will discuss and receive information about 

relationships, dating, marriage, sexual purity and for-
giveness.
